RULES AND REGULATIONS:
The competition is open to all Hart House Members in good standing, (Students at all levels of study, Senior or Joint 
Plan members), who have not published a book of poetry or the equivalent of 48 pages or more, perfect bound.
ALL ENTRIES MUST:

For short fiction:
Be not more than 3000 words in length, original, unpublished, English-language works of fiction.
Be typed, double-spaced on 8.5 x 11 white paper
For poetry:
Be not more than 250 lines in length, whether a single poem or group of poems.
Be typed and easily legible on 8.5 x 11 white paper

Include a cover page with the name of the work/ poem/group of poems and author’s pseudonym.
Be accompanied by a completed contest entry form (below).  The author must use a pseudonym on the work. The 
author’s name must appear only on the Entry form.  

Only ONE entry per writer will be accepted.
Please submit FIVE copies of the submission with each copy stapled individually.  (These will not be returned.)

Entries are to be directed to the HART HOUSE LITERARY CONTEST, submitted to the Hall Porters Desk, Hart House 
(see address below) NO LATER THAN MIDNIGHT, January 9th 2009.

The winning poems will be published in the Hart House Review.  The winning authors will be announced at the Hart 
House Review Launch and contacted by the Hart House Literary and Library Committee in April 2008.  All entrants 
will be invited to the Review Launch and Awards Presentation evening which will take place in April.  

Participants are subject to the rules of the Hart House Poetry Contest as established by the Hart House Literary and 
Library Committee.  Any decision of the judges and organizers is final.  The judges and the Literary and Library 
Committee reserve the right not to declare a winner if no entry is of sufficient merit.
